ELEMENTS for marking in appropriate drawings:
Mucus, basal membrane, fibers of connective tissue, nuclei of connective tissue, nucleus, heterochromatin, nucleolus, cilia, goblet cell (glandulocyte), cilia, basal cells, squamous, cubic or columnar cells, keratinized cells,  mukocyte, serocyte, alveolar gland, tubular gland.
